Crystal Christmas Ornament(
Supplies Needed:
2 – 6x6 Cocktail Napkins

Embroidery Design of your choice

1 yard of 1/8” wide ribbon to coordinate with the design

Crystals to coordinate with the design

Poly-fil stuffing or scented potpourri (your choice)
Additional Supplies:

Darning Needle or a large needle with a large eye for weaving the ribbon
Crystal applicator wand

In Our Sample We Used:

“Heirloom Christmas” designs from www.hatchedinafrica.com
Swarovski Crystals purchased from www.designbydawn.com
Instructions for each ornament:
1) Position embroidery design so it is stitched “on-point” (diagonally) on one of the cocktail napkins.  Make sure you stitch on the “right” side of the napkin.  The mitered corners should be on the back side.  Stitch the design.
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2) Using a crystal applicator wand, apply the crystals to your embroidery design to suit your taste and liking.

3) Using the 1/8” wide ribbon and beginning at the top of the ornament,  weave the two cocktail napkins together through the hemstitching on the cocktail napkins every 3-5 hemstitches, leaving an 8-10 inch tail that will become a hanging loop.  Sew up 3 of the 4 sides, leaving the 4th side open for stuffing.
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4) If you are choosing to use scented potpourri to fill your ornament, you may wish to top-stitch the two cocktail napkins together at this point.  Straight-stitch with white thread just inside the hemstitching, leaving the 4th side open for stuffing.

5) Stuff the ornament with either poly-fil stuffing or scented potpourri at this point and finish sewing the ornament up.

6) With the two tails of the ribbon sandwiched between the two cocktail napkins, tie off the top of the ornament.  Then, tie another knot further out on the ribbon tails to create a loop for hanging. 
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Congratulations!  You have now created a beautiful ornament and it was so fast!!!  Enjoy this project!
